Colored Dramatic Folks.

A company of local colored drama-
tic talent gave an entertainment in
the Friendly Aid ball last Wednesday
night, in the interest of the colored
M. E. church. The programme io-
cluded the rendition of “Rosabella’s
Lover,” and “Heavy Showers.” W.
H. Adams and Coot McKnight, the
band leaders, have charge of arrange-
mepts.  Quite a number of white
people were present at the entertain-
ment, and they report that the occa-
sion was a very amusing one. The
programme is to be repeated some
night next week, probably on Wedoes-
day.

Made to Serve.
At a meeting last Thursday night,

the town council ratified the electiou
of Dr. Cartwright as chief of the fire
department, by the members of that
organization. Forseveral montbs past
the fire department has been without
a chief, and at a meeting of the mem-
bers Thursday night, Dr. Cartwright
was re-elected by a practically unani-
mous vote. A number of representa-
tive members had given him to under-
stand very emphatically beforebhand
that unless he served as chief, they
would not serve in other capacities,
and under the circumstances the doc-
tor consented to resume the respousi-
bilities of the position.

Negro Died—Shelor Discharged.

The Negro who was shot by Mr.
W. 8. Shelor, of Gastonia, at Guffoey,
Jast Saturday night, died on Tuesday
afternoon. His name was Doc Jack-
son. The coroner's jury which inves-
tigated the case regarded the matter
as an unfortunate mistake without
criminal intent on the part of Mr.
Shelor, and the Negro's mother asked
that Mr. Shelor be discharged. Mr.
Shelor paid the expense of the surgical
aid that the Negro received, had the
remains shipped to Spartanburg, and
gave the mother §10. Jackson was a
worthless character, and was suffering
from a loathsome disease. The affair,
however, was regretable. No officer
has a right to shoot at a fleeing sus-
pect, and if the matter bad been push-
ed against Mr. Shelor he would have
been put to considerable trouble.

Satisfactory Settlement.
In another columun, Messrs. Sam M.

& L. George Grist, general agents of
the Mutual Reserve Fund Life asso-
ciation, of New York, publish an ac-
knowledgement from Mr. Paul Work-
map, adwmibistrator of the late A. R.

Guarding the Dispeusary.

Greenville special: Guovernor El-
lerbe will probubly have a c¢lash with
the United States military authorities
here. A provost guard, corporal and
two privates, have been stationed at
the dispensary door aud no enlisted
man is permitted to euter the state
institution.  This is mnot all; the
guards on the streets bave arrested

Negroes for buying whisky at the dis-
pensary for the soldiers, and been turo-

thorities. As thestate counted largely
on furpishing the troops with the
“chemically pure,” this action on the
part of the military will knock a hole
in the profits.

Negroes Glve Trouble.

Charleston correspondence of the
Columbia State: Some of the mem-
bers of the Nioth Ohio (Negro) regi-
ment, seem bent on giving trouble.
They have taken offense at the sepa-
rate, or “Jim Crow,” coach or com-
partment for Negroes, and persist io
violating the rule of the South Caroli-
na railroad in that respect when they
bave occasion to ride on the cars in
eoming to Charleston. A white pro-
vost guard is detailed to accompany
every train pow, however, with ino-
structions to arrest the men when they
make trouble, and it is thought there
will be no more annoyance on this
score. Sunday afternoon three of the
Negro soldiers, who had been driok-
ing, were standing on a coroer Dear
the depot in such a way as to block
the sidewalk and force ladies passing
them to walk round. Policeman Hen-
peberry told the men to move, and at-
tempted to arrest one of them, when
be became obstreperous, whereupou
all three presented pistols at him.
The provost guard came up in the
nick of time and took charge of the
Negro soldiers. It is understood the
matter will be investigated by the au-
thorities as Camp Marion and the dis-
orderly Negroes properly disciplined.
Killed Her Husband.

Mrs, George W. Hughes shot and
killed her husband at Greer's, Green-
ville, county, on Friday of last week.
The pair had been leading an unhap-
py life for some time. The woman
claims that the shooting was acciden-
tal; but there is reason to believe
that it was cold-blooded murder. Fri-
day night, it is reported, when Hughes
was known to be in a dying condition,
and Mrs. Hughes thought there was no
one else present, she tried to get her
husband to say that the shooting was
accidental. He said: ‘“No Mattie;
you know it was not sccidental and
that I did not grab your arm. You
know you said, ‘George, I'll give you
two minutes to get up and fight like a
man, and not die like a d—d cowardly
dog;’ that I said I never would raise
wy hand against you even iu self de-
fense, and that the little boy said,
‘Mama, don't shoot papa.’ While I
freely forgive you, I cannot die with
a lie on my lips.” *“Yes, I know,
George,” she is reported to have seid,
I shot you ; but you know it would
pever have happened if you had not
grabbed my arm.” “No, Mattie ; you
koow I never grabbed your arm,” re-
plied the wounded hbusband. Mrs,
Hughes is in jail in Greenville. She is
said to be good looking, and hasa
questionable record. '

Tug TrRAIN WouLp NOT STOP.—

Negro soldier was run down and killed
instantly, Tuesday, at Lindale, 4 miles
from Rome. It seems that the traiu,
bearing a Negro regiment of infuntry
from Lexington, Ky., to Columbus, on
the Southern road, had been side
tracked at Lindale, so as to allow the
regular passenger train from Atlauta
the right of way on tbe main live.
Several of the soldiers bantered each
other to stand in front of the approach-
ing train and make the engiueer stop
before reaching the depot. All of the
soldiers but one withdrew from their
perilous situation when they saw the
passenger traiu would not stop. The
engine dashed into the Negro voluntcer
soldier, throwing him some distance
from the track a mangled corps. The
engineer blew his whistle and reversed
the engiue; but not in time to save the
foolish adventurer. It is claimed that
the Negro was drinking. The dead
soldier’s name could not be obtained.
The body was carried on to Columbus.
