SLAVE BIRTHDATES 1858-1861

This information came from a “Day-Book” owned by Henry Samuel Gibson
(1816-1891), a blacksmith, shoe cobbler, and general store owner. He kept
this “Day-Book” in which he noted births, the accounts of his blacksmith shop
and records of groceries and general merchandise which he sold. The
business was located in the area of what is now the Gibson Ball Field off of
Hwy. 14, north of Greer SC.
